NEW Community Health services in Tongala

The Department of Human Services has contributed funding to expand Community Health Services at Tongala, in the form of a Community Health Nurse and Community Health Receptionist.    Neil Cowen, CEO said today “Kyabram & District Health Services welcomes the additional funds and we are going to supplement the DHS funded service so we can provide an even better service to the Tongala Community.” 

The Community Health Nurse will provide some clinical nursing services to the Tongala Community, including client health assessment, primary counselling, psychosocial support, health education, provide information, refer people to other service providers and work with other agencies.  “They will also work closely with local GP’s “ said Neil Cowen.

Recruitment for these positions is currently underway and will be based in Tongala.  Both the Community Health Nurse and the Receptionist will work 2 ½  days per week, and are expected to start work mid April, dependent on the recruitment of successful candidates.
