NEW Community Health Building

Planning is well underway for Stage 1 of the new Community Health Building to be built in Kyabram next to the Kyabram Regional Clinic in Fenaulty St” 

Dr Cowen said he “welcomes feedback at this stage, before the tender documents are finalised and nails are driven.  We want to ensure that the physical space allows us to provide the highest level of service to our clients and a safe place for our staff. “Members of the community who wish to view the plans and have input can view them at the Pat Hayes Centre in Warramunda Drive, or at the Hospital.  Feedback can be given in writing or via Di Roberts the project worker, or via our Community Advisory Committee who were recently given an overview of planning to date.   

Kellie Crossley, the Primary Heath Manager will brief Members of the Ladies Auxiliary on Friday 16th at 2pm in the Pat Hayes Centre.  The auxiliary is looking to expand its membership base and this would be an excellent opportunity to see them in action.

Dr Cowen confirmed that “The large elm tree will remain in all its glory and we will endeavour to make the building as environmentally sustainable as we can within the limits of our budget.  We expect to sign a contract in July and be open for business early in 2008.  Prior to July there will be at total reorganization of the Francis Wallis Wing of the hospital and the administration building to facilitate the building works” The chronic disease unit will be relocated to the Warramunda Drive building and clients will be informed closer to the time of theses changes. Dr Cowen said “We are looking for funds to upgrade the furniture and equipment for the Community Health Centre, to match the standard of the new building”

Further details will be released, once the final version of the plans is confirmed.
