NEW Community HEALTH CENTRE Building

As a result of community feedback the latest version of the new Community Health Centre has been prepared for additional community comment. It has now been colour coded to make the process easier.

The dark blue areas are primarily staff areas that are currently the board room and old “matron’s flat”.  The yellow areas indicate the flow of patients and consumers throughout he health centre.  The pale green areas are large group activity areas and will be multi functional whereas the dark green areas are dedicated to physiotherapy.  The brown areas are the old bedrooms from the nurses home, which are currently offices and will be refurbished to become consulting rooms and treatment rooms.

The latest plan for Stage one maximizes the use of existing buildings in good physical condition, the use of existing landscaped areas and historic trees, while allowing room for expansion in the future.  The new façade promises to make an impact while still being sympathetic to existing buildings.

The Chief Executive Officer of KDHS, Dr Cowen said, “It is still not too late for community input.  We are only now seeking expressions of interest from local builders. We do want to ensure that the physical space allows us to provide the highest level of service to our clients and a safe place for our staff.”

Dr. Cowen confirmed that “The large elm tree will remain and we will endeavour to make the building as environmentally sustainable as we can within the limits of our budget”, and,  “We are looking for funds to upgrade the furniture and equipment for the Community Health Centre, to match the standard of the new building.”
