New Interferential Machine for Physiotherapy Department

The Physiotherapy department at the Kyabram and District Health Service has recently purchased a new interferential machine through funds raised by Murray to Moyne.  An interferential machine is an electrotherapy tool used by physiotherapists to help reduce pain and can be helpful in the treatment of patients’ pain. The machine involves placing four suction cups onto the patient’s skin, which then allows a low frequency current to pass through the tissues and provide the sensation of reduced pain.  The machine was purchased to replace the old interferential machine that was antiquated and no longer working.

Chief Physiotherapist, Louise Brennan said “the physios are delighted to have the new interferential machine as it will provide us with greater options as we try to better manage our patient’s pain.”  Louise says “the interferential will be of benefit to many patients that we see, including patients suffering from back, shoulder, knee and other joint pain.”

The interferential machine costs $3300 and its purchase was only made possible by the Murray to Moyne Fundraiser.  “On behalf of the physiotherapists and all the patients that will benefit from this new equipment, I would like to thank the riders of the Murray to Moyne and all those involved in organising the event.
