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NEW SERVICE DEVELOPMENTS

Kyabram and District Health Services is now offering knee and hip replacement surgery by Dr Milan Pavlovic.  Special surgical equipment was purchased and all our theatre nursing staff have undertaken specific training at Echuca Regional Health and Goulburn Valley Health.  Dr Pavlovic operates on a Thursday and physiotherapists are available on the next day and over the weekend to ensure a smooth rehabilitation. Dr Peter Hool is the assistant surgeon and Dr John Young is the anesthetist.

This service has been operating successfully for three months and will be increased subject to sufficient local demand.

The Health Service also did a comprehensive investigation of the need for a renal dialysis service.  To avoid a proliferation of small services special permission from DHS is required to start a new dialysis service. Unfortunately, with the provision of this service at neighboring health services there was insufficient local demand for this service. The Board of the Health Service is committed to providing a renal dialysis service when demand increases.  At the time of the research, only one definite client was interested in dialyzing locally.  Together with the Department of Human Services we are watching for new cases that might justify delivering such a service.
