The Community Health building at Kyabram & District Health Services is expected to be completed by 12th March and the last of the furniture & fittings and the grounds & gardens are expected to finished by 5th April – in time for the Official Opening.  The Official Opening is being planned to coincide with local events being planned for National Youth Week, which is from the 5th to the 13th of April.
