 Major boost for Sheridan Appeal
An outstanding offer of $150,000 from a highly respected Kyabram family toward the Sheridan Redevelopment Appeal has lifted the total amount now raised to in excess of $1,250,000 – more than half the total required to complete the project.

The local couple, who wish to remain anonymous, have stated their acknowledgement and appreciation of the level and standard of health services provided at Kyabram and felt privileged to have the capacity to offer their support.

Appeal Chairman, Mr. Doug Crow said “Whilst our committee and the health service Board respect and admire the desire for privacy, it is hoped that deserved recognition for such a magnificent contribution can be acknowledged at a level that meets with the family’s approval within the proposed redevelopment.”

Mr. Crow said the generous offer had been a tremendous boost for those working on the Appeal, and who are working in a voluntary capacity to make contact with district citizens seeking their support.  He also thanked the many within the community who had already given financial support to the appeal.  “We still have a long way to go and are aware of not being in the most buoyant of financial climates, but are most appreciative of assistance that will enable us to complete this final stage of Sheridan, and thus provide a deserved standard of accommodation to our aged residents.”
