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2008 Anne Ryall Nursing Excellence Award Winner
Anne Ryall worked at Kyabram & District Health Services (KDHS) from 1977 – 2004 and Midwifery Coordinator.  Unfortunately Anne’s nursing career was cut short as a result of her terminal illness.  
Anne is remembered by staff as a skilled and compassionate nurse and she believed strongly in improving the care and outcomes for all patients.  This is particularly evident in her practice as a midwife and in her goal for ongoing improvement within KDHS.  Throughout her career she continued to build upon her skills and promoted learning amongst members of her team.  Anne was a driving force in setting up a Wound Management committee that aimed at improving management of wounds.

Anne was renowned for her dedication to health care. So when the bequest came from Anne’s estate Anne’s family and staff at KDHS believed it was important to target the donation in areas Anne was especially passionate about.  Anne’s commitment to nursing excellence and ongoing education was the basis for the annual ‘Anne Ryall Nursing Excellence Award’.  The Award is presented annually to a nurse who demonstrates excellence in nursing.

The 2008 ‘Anne Ryall Nursing Excellence Award’ was presented to Di Roberts.  Di commenced at KDHS in 1993 and has worked in a variety of roles.  She has worked as a nurse on night shifts, in admission & discharge, as a Grade 2 nurse on MSW and has been the clinical supervisor of student nurses.  In 1999 Di moved into the Community Health area at West Goulburn, Stanhope.  She trained to become an accredited nurse pap smear provided and set up the ‘Well Women’s Clinic’ and then went on to become a registered Immunisor.  From 2002 – 2004 Di was the Community Health Co-ordinator.
More recently Di set up the Remote Patient Monitoring and managed the Chronic Disease program.  Through Di’s commitment and organizational skills, KDHS has been formally recognized as a leader in Chronic Disease Management.

Di has managed to juggle her career, having babies, ongoing education and raising her family with her husband, Dale and is a worthy recipient of the ‘Anne Ryall Nursing Excellence Award’.  The Award was presented to Di by Anne’s husband, Ivan Ryall.  Ivan also taught Di at Kyabram Secondary College.
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
