[image: ]During his visit to Kyabram & District Health Services (KDHS) on Friday 5th February 2010, the Minister for Health, The Hon. Daniel Andrews  announced that KDHS has been approved to provide a three chair Renal Dialysis service to the community.

This service will be welcomed by patients who currently travel to Shepparton or Echuca three times a week for dialysis treatment.  Not only will it be more convenient for the patients, it will also be welcomed by their carers who provide the ‘taxi’ service.

The Department of Health (DoH) will provide $37,000 to train staff to operate the dialysis service and the hub hospital, St. Vincents Melbourne, will provide the chairs and dialysis equipment.

During his visit Mr. Andrews was shown the monitors and vaccine refrigerators, valued at $83,800, that were funded by DoH, and announced funding of $55,000 for a Maternity Review project, which will commence in February.
