Search On For Obstetrician for Kyabram
The search for a GP obstetrician to assist the birthing team at Kyabram & District Health Services (KDHS) next year has intensified, CEO Neil Cowen announced today.

 “We have cast the net wide and with the help of our local doctors and the Department of Health we are hopeful of attracting a quality candidate to join our team.”

In addition, forward planning by Kyabram and District Health Services has ensured that a dedicated team of midwives is available from 2011 to provide antenatal, birthing and postnatal care for women with low-risk pregnancies.

“These valued midwives will be provided with specialist obstetric back up from Goulburn Valley Health should this be necessary.

“It’s really good news as it provides local women with low-risk pregnancies another option of having their babies within their local community,” Dr Cowen said.

There are about 120 births a year at Kyabram Memorial Hospital.

Earlier this year an independent consultant was engaged to review the existing maternity services at KDHS with a view to ensuring maternity services were sustainable into the future.  Her recommendations were considered and the adopted by staff and the Board of KDHS
